Common: Leopard lily

This plant is native to the U.S., Mainly California and Oregon. The growth habit is forb/herb, which means they don’t have significant woody tissues. This plant is a monocot. Its uses are an ethnobotanic and as a wreath, natives in California use this plant and harvest the large bulbs and replant the smaller bulb scales for later harvest. They also bake the large bulbs in an earth oven. The leopard lily is also known as the panther lily or the tiger lily; it grows along stream banks and wet meadows in coniferous forests above 3,000 m elevation. The stems are from 3 to 7 feet tall and the leaves appear in 1 to 8 whorls up the stem or are scattered.

The flowers are shaped like bells and can have two-jointed, sometimes three- to four-jointed scales which are clonal. The bell-shaped flowers are from one to many on long spreading pedicels. The color of the flower can range from pale to bright orange-red with a lighter orange center and purple spots on the lower half. Borne in summer in numbers varying from 6 to 25 in loose pyramidal clusters that top stems usually in whorls, but some are scattered flowers that are red and orange with maroon spots. The bulbs of all species are edible raw or cooked. The leopard lily is a mountain and a medicinal plant. Grows most abundant in central and Northern California, both in the Coast Ranges and the Sierras, but extending north to British Columbia.
